The great thing about Libraries all
around the world is that they're
bringing newspapers back from the
past and making them accessible to
researchers electronically.

In July 2008 the Australian Newspapers

Beta®' was released to the public. This is a free
online service that enables full-text searching of
newspaper articles. The service includes
newspapers published in each state and territory
from the 1800s to the mid-1950s, when copyright
applies. As at 11 June 2009, 4.3 million articles
were available and full-text searchable.

In addition to
helping you search, News archive
search can automatically create
timelines which show selected
results from relevant time periods.

Beyond these two fantastic
resources are a number of other
commercial projects that allow free
searching of their indexes only.
Old News Copy? is a service that
contains an index of articles from regional
Victorian newspapers from the 19" and early 20
centuries. Full references are given on the details
page, and the articles can be ordered from Old
News Copy or obtained from the State Library of
Victoria.
