By now many of you will have read that
Australian writer Peter Temple has scooped
the 2007 Duncan Lawrie Dagger for the best
crime novel of the year for his work set down
our way, The Broken Shore. This is the
first time an Australian author has
scooped the world's biggest crime
writing prize.

For the second year running the

Duncan Lawrie International

Dagger has been won by the
writer/translator team of Fred

Vargas and Sian Reynolds, this time with
Wash this Blood Clean from my Hand.

Gillian Flynn won both the Ian Fleming Steel
Dagger and the New Blood Dagger for Sharp
Objects. She was also shortlisted for the
Duncan Lawrie Dagger.

Carpentaria by Alexis Wright has won the
2007 Australian Literature Society Gold
Medal for *an outstanding literary work
published in the preceding calendar year".
The book also recently won the 2007 Miles
Franklin Award.

We were pleased to see that Jason Bourne
gets to live long after the author of the
Bourne trilogy has passed away. Those of you
who enjoyed Robert Ludlum’s

The Bourne Identity and its sequals, The
Bourne Supremacy and The Bourne Ultimatum
will be pleased to hear that the series
continues in The Bourne Betrayal, written by
well known novelist Eric van Lustbader, who
also wrote The Bourne Legacy in 2004.

In advance news, Sebastian Faulks, one of
Britain's most admired novelists, is
currently writing a brand new James

Bond novel. Devil May Care will be

published next year to mark the
centenary of lan Fleming's birth on

28th May 2008.

For those of you who are

passionate about reading and are
keen to share your passion with others, the
Warrnambool Library is starting a book
discussion group that will meet monthly.
Unlike a traditional book club, there is no
prescribed reading. You don't have to RSVP
and there is no charge.
