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IT you would like assistance with this
then ask the Library staff for
training on your next visit or call us
during opening hours and we will be
happy to talk you through it.

Sadly we have found that it has
been necessary to withdraw some
of our newest DVDs that were not
treated as well as we expected
they should be. DVDs are not as
hardy as books, which is why every
DVD gets checked on its return to
the Library. Like all our material,
it costs nothing to borrow our
L DVDs: as long as the item comes
‘ back to us in the same condition
{ ¥/ asit left the Library. On the
back page you will find some
handy tips on how to care for our
DVDs as well as some sage advice
about children and DVDs.

As well as a huge number of movies and
documentaries, we've recently added in a
large number of television series to our
collection. This includes both short and
obscure series as well as more popular
television series from Australia and
abroad.
