Ripley, an award-winning writer on homeland security for 7ime, offers a compelling look at instinct and
disaster response as she explores the psychology of fear and how it can save or destroy us. Surprisingly,
she reports, mass panic is rare, and an understanding of the dynamics of crowds can help prevent a
stampede, while a well-trained crew can get passengers quickly but calmly off a crashed plane.
